@D Scale Ruler : Used to measure
distances on the map
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@ Magnifier : For helping to read
details or in cluttered areas

® Index Line : This is the point

@ where you read off the bearing.

Some models this is luminous.
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@ Direction of Travel Arrow : To
point the compass in the direction
that you are travelling.

® North/South Orienting Lines :

To help you taking bearings from a
map.
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® Parallel Lines : These lines run

parallel with the direction of arrow
line.
