Treasurers report - all rent paid for 08.   At the end of December we had £314 in bank.  £45 in cheques to go in £40 owed for t-shirts etc.
We may have to dip into reserves for capitation ie monies £27.10 per person per annum.  Approx £704.60 to pay in total.  This needs to be paid by March or there is an additional cost.  This covers insurance in-house and external events and the running of the Scout Association.  The group agreed to dip into reserves to pay for this.  This is cheaper than other districts as the District gain money from Scammonden Activity Centre.
It was suggested that we swap banks to Yorkshire Bank.  Judith works here and could pay monies in.  She will not be a signatory on the account due to problems with Barclays.  It was agreed that this may be a conflict of interest and may be difficult to change parents standing orders.  Liz to ask the Carrs if one of them would be treasurer.
Although subs have increased, rent has also increased.  It was proposed to agree an average rent with the church and they will have a regular monthly income. Our rent appears high compared with other scout groups however the Church only charge enough to cover their costs.  Crosland Moor Junior school may be an alternative venue if we can't afford rents.  Matthew to check with the Junior School 
Chair.
Rent is approx £1518 per annum for 3 days a week. If we could move one of the groups to another night then we would only pay for two nights.
